The audio version of "The Best Words Ever," is narrated by Neal Vickers, is a professional broadcaster, narrator and producer of news reports,
documentaries and training videos. Twice named by the Associated Press as Reporter of the Year as well as Investigative Reporter of the Year, he was
also the ABC Radio Network's top field contributing reporter.
